BRANCH & ANIMAL UPDATES

Where did 2009 go? As a Branch we had a fantastic year despite a very difficult economic climate. We re-homed 45 cats and kittens throughout the year which was well up on 2008. Kittens started arriving early April and continued until November.  We also had some lovely cats come in and most of them were re-homed fairly quickly. 

The Branch dog and cat neutering campaigns that were held throughout the year were a huge success and resulted in 27 dogs and 116 cats being neutered. We do try to help people that are unable to have their animals neutered and are on income based benefits.

During October we held the microchipping campaign with the support of several local vets. It was the best year we have had to-date and resulted in 295 dogs and cats being chipped. This is also a major fundraiser for the Branch and a very big Thank You to the following Vets for supporting our campaign.
