Branch Updates

2007 was a very busy year for the Branch.

Re-homing. We re-homed 45 cats and kittens throughout the year. This figure was almost double on 2006 re-homing figures. 

Microchipping. The microchip campaign resulted in 194 animals being chipped in the month of September. This again was an increase on the previous year by 34 animals. A big Thank You to the vets who supported the campaign and microchipped the animals on our behalf.

Neutering. 233 animals were neutered during the course of the Branch Neutering Campaign. This figure was up by 90 animals which is absolutely fantastic. 

In addition to the above we have provided welfare assistance to those in need of help with veterinary bills, neutered and released a number of feral cats and taken in a few unusual animals throughout the year.  1 parrot, 3 budgies, 1 Tortoise, 2 Ferrets and 3 Russian Hamsters!

Animal Update

I’m delighted to report that re-homing in January has got off to a fantastic start with two cats being re-homed this week. 

However, as always particularly at this time of year we have more animals needing to come in than we have spaces for. 

I hope 2008 sees the Branch re-homing more unwanted animals than in 2007.
