New tail docking regulations and Dog Shows

The docking of dogs’ tails for cosmetic reasons in England & Wales has been banned with exemptions for ‘working dogs’ if certain conditions are satisfied. Under the new Act an offence is committed when a person shows a dog with a tail docked on or after the 6th April in England at an event to which members of the public are admitted on payment of a fee. The ban on showing includes docked ‘working dogs’  - unless these are shown ONLY for the purpose of demonstrating their working ability i.e. field trials – and dogs whose tails have been docked for purposes of medical treatment. The show organiser who allows a docked dog to enter their show maybe criminally liable. However, he or she will have a defence if they can show that they reasonably believed that the tail was docked prior to the new legislation coming into force.

A statement will be displayed at all future events so as to inform the public regarding the new legislation.
